The standard version of the MW500 comes with a PID process controller and an integrated PLC with numerous programming functions. The device includes an EMC filter compliant with EN 61800-3. An analogue speed control potentiometer is also included in the drive to enable setting the speed of an induction motor without the need for a control panel if desired. 
To ensure maximum flexibility, digital I/O and communication protocols such as CANopen, DeviceNet and Profibus DP are available for the MW500 as optional extension modules. The Windows-based SuperdriveG2 application software for programming, control and monitoring of the MW500 is available to customers on the WEG website as a free download.
“The compactness and flexibility of the decentralised MW500 VSDs allow users to install them exactly where they are needed”, explained Johannes Schwenger, head of product management low and medium voltage drive systems Europe at WEG.  “The new frame size extends our successful drive product line with a flexible and durable solution for low power levels.”
